2. With regard to the information sought, China continues to be in illegal occupation of
approximately 38,000 sq. kms. of Indian territory in the Union Territory of Ladakh for the last six
decades. Further, under the so-called China-Pakistan ‘Boundary Agreement’ signed in 1963,
Pakistan illegally ceded 5,180 Sg. kms. of Indian territory in Shaksgam Valley from areas illegally
occupied by Pakistan in Union Territory of Ladakh to China. MEA has answered several
Parliament Questions on this issue. The same is available in public domain. Copies of two
relevant answers are enclosed for your reference.

Indian Territory under the occupation of China in the Union Territory of Ladakh is approximately 38,000
square kilometers. In addition, under the so-called China-Pakistan ‘Boundary Agreement’ signed between
China and Pakistan on 2 March 1963, Pakistan illegally ceded 5,180 square kilometers of Indian territory in
