High Commissioner's Visit to Mt. Hagen

Dr. A.M. Gondane, High Commissioner visited Mt. Hagen on July 26, 2013 to attend the ground breaking ceremony of the construction of Provincial Headquarters Building of the Western Highlands Province. 

Hon. Peter O’Neill, Prime Minister and Rt. Hon. Paias Wingti, Governor of Western Highlands province performed the ceremony which was graced by a number of dignitaries including ex-Prime Ministers, Governors, Cabinet Ministers and HOMs of Diplomatic Missions.
