Books Presentation at Parliament
At a function organised at the State Function Hall in the Parliament, Dr. A.M. Gondane, High Commissioner of India, presented the Collected Works of Mahatma Gandhi in sixty six volumes to the National Parliament Library. At the packed Hall, several dignitaries, including Prime Minister, Ministers, Governors, Members of Parliament, officials, invitees from all walks of life and media persons were present during the function.
