Government of India Donates Kina 169,000 for 
Purchase of School Bus to Don Bosco School, Vanimo, West Sepik Province

Dr. A.M. Gondane, High Commissioner of India, and Mrs Gondane visited Vanimo, West Sepik Province on May 1-3, 2013.
