	Political Structure
	Thailand has a Constitutional Monarchy. The current Head of State is King Rama X and the Head of the Government is Prime Minister General Prayut Chan-o-cha. Parliament of Thailand has two houses, (i) House of Representatives (Lower House) and (ii) Senate (Upper House). House of Representatives has 500 members of which 350 members are constituency MPs (directly elected) and 150 members are Party-list MPs of political parties, nominated on the basis of the percentage of total votes received by a party in general elections, while the Upper House has 250 members, appointed by the then National Council for Peace and Order (NCPO) headed by PM General Prayut Chan-o-cha. NCPO, which was in existence since 2014, was dissolved after swearing-in of the newly elected government headed by PM General Prayut Chan-o-cha on 16 July 2019.
